Exemption 03/2009
EXEMPTION TO PERMIT THE EXERCISE OF NPPL PRIVILEGES IN THE ISLE OF MAN

1. The Department of Trade and Industry in exercise of its powers under Article 66 of the Air
Navigation (Isle of Man) Order 2007" hereby exempts any holder of a United Kingdom National
Private Pilot's Licence (Aeroplanes) from the provisions of paragraphs (1) and (3) of Article 21
of the Air Navigation (Isle of Man) Order 2007 subject to the following conditions:

a) this exemption shall only have effect for a flight within Isle of Man airspace;

b) the pilot of any flight conducted under this exemption shall comply with the conditions
of the United Kingdom Private Pilot’s Licence (Aeroplanes) specified in paragraphs (3),
(4), (4A), (4B), (5) and (6) of Section 3 of Part A of Schedule 8 to the Air Navigation
Order 20057, as it has effect in the United Kingdom, and

c) the pilot of any flight conducted under this exemption shall comply with the medical
requirements of Article 32A of the Air Navigation Order 2005, as it has effect in the
United Kingdom.

2. This exemption shall, unless previously revoked or suspended, have effect from the date hereof
until 31 December 2009.
