Finally a great party was put on at Sutton Meadows, the destination airfield in the heart of the fens.

Battle of Britain Tribute from Manx pilots 
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The Association of Manx Pilots has been paying tribute to the pilots of the Battle of Britain as the 70th anniversary of the event is commemorated.

They've been highlighting the part Andreas airfield had to play as a pilot training facility.

Several RAF squadrons were active there between the years 1941 – 1946. 

Spitfire squadrons 457, 452, 886 & 93 were all stationed at Andreas, the latter deployed to provide convoy patrols over the Irish sea. 

275 squadron also provided Air and sea rescue utilising the Westland Lysander, Blackburn Skua and Supermarine Walrus amphibious aircraft and Andreas was also home to the 11th Gunnery School before it moved to Jurby in 1946.

The association, which is based in Andreas, has expressed its enormous debt of gratitude to the young airmen who selflessly rose to the challenge to become serving pilots during the war in the knowledge that they would face a combat situation probably within a short time of their training.
