As memories of summer fade we are left with a sense that the best of our flying days are behind us for the year. However with the recent ‘Indian Summer’ we have been enjoying in September we should consider that autumn often brings some clear, stable air for us to enjoy. Some of my best flying has been during the cold days of December and January with a crisp, crystal clear sky looking down on frost covered ground.

2008 has so far produced a good year for the Association, with a new sense of vigor and direction resulting in tangible progress in the cause of aviation on the Island.  We have met with Brian Johnson, the Director of Civil Aviation on the Island, to discuss a number of issues relating to General Aviation including the recognition of NPPL licences and aircraft operating on Permits within Manx airspace. Brian was most receptive to the issues we raised and has made assurances that all the items raised will be settled to ensure pilots can continue to operate legally within our airspace. We have also been championing the cause of free landing for pilots who divert to the Island due to emergencies. The Isle of Man has been one of the few places within the British Isles who have not agreed to waive landing fees to aircraft that divert here. I am pleased to report that after our campaign this matter has now been resolved and in future landing fees for aircraft landing at Ronaldsway will be waived.
We set out to revitalise the activities of the Association this year and I am pleased to report that this has been a great success. We had an excellent fly-in at Andreas during the TT festival, which was very well attended and included a BBQ provided by Rob and Katrina, the owners of Andreas airfield. This is an event we plan to develop further into an annual event.

The Association has invested in a Portacabin based at Andreas to provide much needed infrastructure for our members. Work is continuing during the coming winter to refurbish the portacabin and provide a welcome refuge for local and visiting pilots.

A new Microlight Flying School is being established at Andreas and this we hope will introduce people to the joys of flying and provide an economical means for them to train for and gain a Pilots licence. For many years now it has been necessary for prospective pilots to travel to the UK to train for a microlight licence, adding to the costs of what should be a cheap way to become a pilot. With the new School opening students can train for an NPPL (Microlight) licence with a minimum training time of just 25 hours. Our AGM is now set for Monday 3rd November and will be held at the AMP Portacabin at Andreas airfield commencing at 19.00. With momentum behind us this year we plan to continue to represent the interests of General Aviation on the Island and provide encouragement and assistance to our members.
